Heart palpitations, rapid heart rate, chest 
pain, uncontrollable body trembling, 
memory loss, fainting, feeling detached, 
fear of losing control, and fear of dying are 
common symptoms Jaymie experiences 
during recurrent panic attacks. “My hope is 
that one day I no longer have to experience 
these unimaginably painful symptoms.” The 
red-hot chicster switched careers in recent 
years due to her crippling anxieties, and self-
wellness goals. 

This retired art teacher uses modeling not 
only as a creative outlet, but as a coping 
mechanism for some of the guilt & shame 
that can be associated with her constant 
anxieties. “I feel a confi dence in front of 
the camera that I don’t normally get to feel. 
Having Frank with me at all times provides 
me with confi dence and with security that 
I don’t normally get to feel. I wouldn’t truly 
be living otherwise.” Frank is indefi nitely 
this glitz-glam girl’s hero, & the ginger pair 
is passionate about the fashion-photography 
world—together!
